	Item # 3 – ZONE CHANGE:  Discussion and possible Commission action on a request by Porfirio Diaz for a Zone Change from RU-20 to Rural-5, on a seven acre parcel located near the intersection of Concho Highway, and Miller Trail known as APN: 303-97-025B in T14N, R22E, Section 12 of the Gila and Salt River Meridian, in the Tres Boules Ranch area.  Telford Chapman gave a case history, presented a location map and staff report.  Porfirio Diaz, applicant, was present.  Mr. Diaz explained the process that he took to obtain the septic permit and building permit.  Moses Diaz came forward to explain that the reason for the Zone Change is to be able to sell the property within the appropriate zoning district, and that Porfirio Diaz cannot expand or buy more property to meet the zoning restrictions.  Joe Buck spoke in opposition to the zone change, as his property is nearby.  Mr. Buck felt that it would ‘open up a can of worms’ and encourage other property owners to do the same.  Mr. Chapman said that staff recommends denial of the Zone Change, as it is an undersized and illegal lot due to not meeting the lot size requirement of the RU-20 zoning classification.  The County policy is to not issue building permits for illegal, undersized lots or parcels.  The County does not feel that a zone change is an appropriate way to settle the issue of an illegal lot split.  Juanita Diaz came forward to ask what the applicant is to do with his property.  Porfirio Diaz said that when he applied for the septic, he was not told at any time that he could not build on his property, from either the inspector or the realty office, and that the realty office told that it was okay to build on one acre of land.  Robert Ingels commented that this is an unfortunate circumstance, and asked if there would be any other options for the owner to possibly lease the property.  Joel Lawson commented on the unique situation, but felt that it wouldn’t be a huge impact for this area.  Wendell DeCross asked if there was a well agreement.  Wendell DeCross made a motion to deny the zone change.  Robert Ingels seconded the motion to deny.  Mr. Dalton asked if the lot was split prior to zoning.  Motion passed with a vote of 4-3.  Those in opposition were Rick Slone, Joel Lawson and John Dalton.
	Item # 6 – Possible approval of September 21, 2006 Minutes.  A motion was made by Jason Hatch to approve the minutes.  Rick Slone seconded the motion.  Motion carried with a vote of 6-0.
	Item # 7- Commissioners’ comments and/or directions to staff.  Commissioners may use this time to offer additional comments regarding any item on this agenda or any other topic.  The Commission may direct Development Services Department staff to study or provide additional information on topics of the Commissions’ choosing.  Jason Hatch expressed his concern with Porfirio Diaz’s case, and asked if there is anything that can be done.  Rick Slone commented that he felt that this was an extenuating circumstance.  Joel Lawson also commented on the situation.  John Dalton felt that those bigger parcels will eventually become smaller.  A short discussion regarding lot splitting, undersized parcels and not issuing building permits ensued.  Bill Fraley clarified that his only option was to apply for a Zone Change.  Dusty Parsons said that it was a misunderstanding, and that a septic permit was the only permit issued, not a building permit.  It was discussed that the Commissioner’s could attend the Board of Supervisors meeting to persuade a change to the recommendation.
